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The QUIP (Q-question, U-clUe, I-information,
P-plan) method was created by a Conley
Elementary teacher over 15 years ago and
continues to be used throughout the math
program and is found in students’ journals.

The Cycle of Inquiry has been used for several
years and is an impactful practice which is
established for K-3rd grade levels. Conley
Elementary routinely assesses K-3rd students,
which points to students' early literacy in math
and reading. Teachers are able to intervene at
an early stage to help with successful student
outcomes.

Math and ELA morning work is a practice which
is used across the grade levels. The scaffolding
helps students to retain previous content. Teachers
integrate previous work to current work as an
application of the steps in ELA and math concepts.
